Day 1: Saturday, September 5,20.26 Overnight Flight
Breathtaking Alpine vistas await as you travel through ltaly
and Switzerland. Experience dramatic views aboard railways
and lake cruises while enjoying cultural experiences in
charming villages.

Day 2: Sunday, September 6,2026 Lake Maggiore, ltaly
Welcome to the tranquil resort area with crystal clear waters
set against the backdrop of the Alps, known as Lake Maggiore.
As arrival times will vary, there is no scheduled sightseeing
today. Spend the day as you wish, exploring the area
independently. As the evening approaches, leave your hotel to
board a private boat for a cruise to lsola Dei Pescatori. On the
island, toast to the start of your journeywith your fellow
travelers over a welcome dinner.

Continue towards Switzerland and enjoy scenic
mountain views on a drive through the Simplon Pass, used for
centuries as a main trading route between northern ltaly and
Switzerland and by Napoleon to cross the Alps. Complete your
day in the unique, car-less village of Zermatt.

Day 5: Wednesday, September 9,20.26 Zermatt Start your
morning by joining a walk with your Tour Manager to get
familiar wlth the quaint mountain village of Zermatt. With free
time for the rest of the day, perhaps you'll follow your curiosity
to uncover history in the Matterhorn Museum or follow your
adventurous side to the Cornergrat Railway to experience
elevated views of the Matterhorn. (8J

Day 6: Thursday, September 10,20.26 Zermatt - St. Mortiz
This morning, experience the world-renowned Clacier Express
train.* This iconic train route takes you through some of
Switzerla nd's most bea utifu I la ndsca pes, offeri ng
breathtaking views of snow-capped mountains, deep valleys,
dense forests, and gurgling streams. Your final stop is St.
Moritz, with the afternoon at leisure to relax or stroll the
lakeside boulevard.

DayTz Friday, September 11,20.26 St. Moritz - Le Prese - St.
Moritz Take a railjourney on the Bernina Express from St.
Moritz to Le Prese, soaking in striking landscapes of the Swiss
Alps like the famed Morteratsch glacier. Step off the train in Le
Prese, a village nestled between steep mountain slopes on the
shores of Lago di Poschiavo. Spend time at a family-owned
farm that cultivates aromatic herbs from the sun-drenched
slopes of the Va I Posciavo reg ion. Lea rn a bout the ca refu I

processing of the organic herbs in the company's own factory,
the Erboristeria Biologica, and top off the visit with a delicious
lunch featuring farm-grown products. After some time to
relax, return by motorcoach to St. fx/orilz. (8, L)

Once past the
small station of Ospizio Bernina, you'll reach the highest point of the route at over 7,390 feet above sea level - an ideal location
for hiking enthusiasts and nature lovers. You'll venture towards village Le Prese, where Swiss and ltalian cultures blend
seamlessly.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 2. This means you like a
balanced approach to travel. Walking two to three miles over the course of
a day is no problem for you. You can handle a variety of terrains, from
cobblestone streets to moderate hills with relative ease and without
assistance. You can climb two flig hts of stairs with ease. Expect some full
days balanced with free time to recharge or set out on your own
adventure. You can handle altitudes up to 6,000 feet. While this level is
appropriate for travelers that require mobility assistance devices, there
could be times when you may have to sit out on some of the included
activities.

The tour makes use of several trains for transfers; travelers must be able to
climb on/off trains with carry-on bags and maneuverthrough crowded
statlons and platforms.

On the last tour day, you will have an included experience at Mount Pilatus
that reaches heights of 6,800 feetl2,O73 meters.

On the days you travel to a new city to overnight, you will likely have an
early morning start time and evening arrival due to the distances traveled
and stops along the way.

The Clacier Express runs between Zermatt and St. Moritz. Beginning to
end, it is an 8-hour journey.

The days and order of sightseeing may change to best utilize your time on
tour.

**On some departures, the cogwheel train may be unavailable, and both
the ascent and descent will be by panorama gondolas and aerial cableway.

*Croup space on the Clacier Express may be limited. As a result, groups
might be split onto different departures or, in rare cases, alternative
transportation may be utilized. ln such instances, travelers will be notified
in advance and offered compensation.

Zacchera Hotels is a hotel chain in Lake Maggiore. The exact hotel to be
used will be available 15 days prior to the tour departure date.
